Office for Social Concerns will review the application and notify applicant if the request is
awarded or denied. Office for Social Concerns will only cover items approved for purchase.

5. If awarded, the Office for Social Concerns will give further instructions for purchase. In most
cases, the Office for Social Concerns will request the diocesan Central Purchasing Office to make
the order/purchase and instruct the vendor to ship items to the desired destination.
